LEGISLATION
California Update from CRWF and other sources

CFRW Proposition Voter Guide: Tuesday, June 8", is the Primary Election for California. On the ballot there

are five statewide initiatives, two of which could drastically change how we vote and are represented. The California
Federation of Republican Women recommends the following voting guide for members of CFRW and “no-nonsense”
California voters.

Prop 13: Limits on Property Tax Assessment. Seismic Retrofitting of Existing Buildings. Legislative Constitutional
Amendment: CFRW recommends a YES vote. Prop 13 would protect home and business owners from new taxes if
they decide to seismically retrofit their property. If a property assessment was made AFTER the retrofitting was done
on an existing structure, the value of the new retrofit on the property would not be taxable. This proposition would
protect taxpayers from sneaky property taxes.

Prop 14: Primary Election Process Reform. Greater Participation in Elections: CEFRW recommends a NO vote. Don’t
let the title of this proposition fool you. Greater participation, unlikely. Less representation, definitely. This proposition
is on the ballot because of a backdoor budget vote trade, and Democrats and Republicans actually agree, this is not a
good idea. This would create a “top two” primary election and prohibits Central Committee and party nomination for
candidates. It is entirely possibly that in a general election, two Democrats could be running against each other, or two
Republicans. There is no real evidence that constituents will be more likely to vote in a primary election without the
party restrictions.

Prop 15: California Fair Elections Act. CFRW recommends a NO vote. Another cleverly disguised title. Prop 15
would create publicly funded races for the Secretary of State’s office for the 2014 and 2018 election cycles. What is
scary about this initiative is that it repeals the 1978 Political Reform Act that prohibits candidates from receiving
public moneys for seeking elective office. Instead the Secretary of State will collect money transferred from a “Fair
Elections Fund” to the Fair Political Practices Committee for the purposes of funding this act. The Legislature could
vote to extend this act to all statewide offices at anytime. Money to fund this act would be collected by imposing a tax
on all CA lobbyists, expanding their filing fee from about $25 to $700.

Prop 16: Imposes New Two-Thirds Voter Approval Requirement for Local Public Electricity Providers. Initiative
Constitutional Amendment. CFRW recommends a YES vote. This proposition requires that there be a public vote if
the local electricity providers are to change. PG&E are the big supporters for this bill, but the California Republican
Party also supports the initiative.

Prop 17: Allows Auto Insurance Companies to Base Their Prices in Part on a Driver's History of Insurance Coverage.
Initiative Statute. CFRW recommends a YES vote. Another proposition that the California Republican Party has also
recommended a support position. Prop 17 allows good drivers with continuous coverage to keep their discounted
insurance rate if they choose to switch insurance companies. This will simply create more options for the consumer.
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Assembly Bill 32 - California Version of Cap & Trade: Karen Klinger, SRWF Education Chair sends the following
information on AB 32 from Eric Eisenhammer , who is with the Howard Jarvis Taxpayers Association. Mr.
Eisenhammer writes: Assemblyman Logue first brought the issue of AB 32's harmful effects to everyone's attention in
his first bill upon taking office (AB 118) where he proposed an AB 32 repeal. AB 32, a California-only version of cap
and trade, was passed in 2006 and its stated purpose is to stop global warming. AB 32 forces dramatic reductions in
California’s carbon emissions by giving the California Air Resources Board near dictatorial power to regulate carbon.
In effect, AB 32 gives CARB the right to tell us what to eat, what to drive and where to live. Proposals have already
been put forward by CARB to ban black cars and jail people for not inflating their tires. Economists estimate AB 32
will cost California over 1 million jobs, cost the average small business $50,000, cost the average family nearly $4000,
and impose $180 billion in new taxes. For more information and ways to get involved, visit www.SuspendAB32.org

National Update from NRWF and other sources

"House Democrats last night passed President Obama's federal takeover of the U.S. health-care system, and the ticker
tape media parade is already underway. So this hour of liberal political victory is a good time to adapt the 'Pottery
Barn' rule that Colin Powell once invoked on Iraq: You break it, you own it. This week's votes don't end our health-
care debates. By making medical care a subsidiary of Washington, they guarantee such debates will never end. And by
ramming the vote through Congress on a narrow partisan majority, and against so much popular opposition, Demaocrats
have taken responsibility for what comes next -- to insurance premiums, government spending, doctor shortages and
the quality of care. They are now the rulers of American medicine. ... While the passage of Obamacare marks a liberal
triumph, its impact will play out over many years. We fought this bill so vigorously because we have studied
government health care in other countries, and the results include much higher taxes, slower economic growth and
worse medical care. As for the politics, the first verdict arrives in November." --The Wall Street Journal

The Senate passed a $17.6 billion "jobs" bill Wednesday, the first in a series of such bills, and Barack Obama signed it
on Thursday. The legislation includes highway funding as well as a payroll tax break for small businesses. Eleven
Republicans voted for the bill: Lamar Alexander (TN), Christopher Bond (MO), Scott Brown (MA), Richard Burr
(NC), Thad Cochran (MS), Susan Collins (ME), James Inhofe (OK), George LeMieux (FL), Lisa Murkowski (AK),
Olympia Snowe (ME) and George Voinovich (OH). Last week, the Senate passed a separate $150 billion package,
which included business tax breaks and extended unemployment and other benefits. — Patriot Post Digest - March 19,
2010. "We have entered a political wonderland, where the rules are whatever Democrats say they are. Mrs. Pelosi and
the White House are resorting to these abuses because their bill is so unpopular that a majority even of their own party
doesn't want to vote for it." -WSJ article entitled, "Slaughter House Rules" on March 16, 2010 as noted in Legislative
News from NFRW 3/17/10.

Sarah Palin Near TV Deal (THR): Exclu: Sarah Palin is close to a deal for her travelogue reality show. Sources say
Discovery Communications has edged out rival A&E Networks in the bidding for the project, titled "Sarah Palin's
Alaska." An agreement could be announced in the next few days. It's still undecided which network in the Discovery
suite would air "Alaska," which is being produced by Mark Burnett Productions. Although travelogues are on brand
for the Discovery flagship, having Palin as a centerpiece also makes the show a fit for mom-friendly TLC. Clearly
nature docs are still viable for the company -- Discovery's latest effort in genre, the miniseries "Life," just debuted to
11.8 million viewers on Sunday night. In her numerous TV appearances across a variety of programs, Palin has
likewise proven she can draw an audience. Yet her show won't come cheap. The former governor's asking price was
$1.2 million per episode. A network paying anywhere close to that figure would make "Alaska™ one of the most
expensive nature series ever produced. The high-definition program will be shot in a style similar to "Life" and "Planet
Earth" and will feature Palin acting as a guide to the Alaskan outdoors. When it was commissioned by the BBC at a
cost of $25 million, the 11-part "Planet Earth" was considered the most expensive documentary the network had ever
made.
