California Update from CRWF and other sources 

CFRW SUPPORTS SB 944 (Runner, R-17), proposing Ronald Reagan Day in California . Finally! Next year on 

February 6

th

, it will be the anniversary of Ronald Reagan’s 100

th

 birthday. If SB 944 passes, the Governor will 

proclaim that February 6

th

 will annually be celebrated as Ronald Reagan Day. When Ronald Reagan was Governor of 

California, he was instrumental in establishing the CFRW Legislative Advocate’s Office! He was always a supporter 

of the California Federation of Republican Women, so it is our turn to support his legacy! Currently SB 944 is waiting 

to be read in the Assembly Education Committee. Please call your Assembly member and let them know you are a 

member of the California Federation of Republican Women and you support Ronald Reagan Day! 

What Do Small Businesses Need? Higher Taxes! On Monday the Assembly Tax and Revenue Committee, in their 

infinite wisdom, approved several bills authorizing higher taxes on businesses and blocked key Republican tax cutting 

legislation. The committee decided to roll back previously enacted tax cuts by Governor Schwarzenegger last year and 

also voted to exclude business property from Prop 13 property tax protection. Our lawmakers are failing to realize that 

higher taxes on business mean higher prices for consumers which are already hurt by California’s 12 percent 

unemployment rate.  Luckily for businesses and consumers, a two-thirds majority vote is required before new or 

increased taxes can be levied.

National Update from NRWF and other sources 

 

On May 10, 2010, President Obama nominated Elena Kagan (current Solicitor General of the United States) to the 

United States Supreme Court. Kagan served as the Dean of Harvard Law School from 2003-2009. Many critics have 

pointed out that Elena Kagan would be the first Supreme Court Justice in almost 40 years without judicial experience. 

Kagan's nomination will prove to be controversial for several reasons including her decision as Dean of Harvard Law 

School to ban US military recruiters from Harvard because of her objections to the military's "Don't Ask, Don't Tell" 

policy. Recent news reports have also identified Kagan as being hostile to the 2nd Amendment that protects an 

individual’s right to keep and bear arms. According to a Bloomberg article, "Elena Kagan said as a U.S. Supreme 

Court law clerk in 1987 that she was 'not sympathetic' toward a man who contended that his constitutional rights were 

violated when he was convicted for carrying an unlicensed pistol." During her time as Counsel to President Clinton, 

Kagan played a key role in the gun control agenda. There are not many publications or extensive practice records 

through which to comb to learn more about Elena Kagan and her judicial philosophy. We urge the Senate to conduct a 

thorough and thoughtful review of Elena Kagan's nomination.  Contact your Senator and urge a careful review of Elena 

Kagan's nomination today!

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In a 59-39 vote, the Senate passed Sen. Chris Dodd's (D-CT) egregious financial "reform" bill, ending more than three 

weeks of debate and amendments on the measure.
